Most of you know me as the Choirmaster of the NWES, and
all of you have seen me conducting the choir at some time
or another. | have been singing in Shul choirs since 1971, but
| have another hobby which is entering its 50th year...

Way back in about 1958, | was in short trousers and if | was
lucky, | would get tuppence ha'penny a week pocket
money. Well, one of the pennies caught my eye it was King
Edward VI, dated 1909, but in very nice condition. |
decided to keep it and look out for other coins of interest.
There was plenty of scope because you could find pennies
and halfpennies going back to 1860, and there were still farthings in circulation. So, with the help of
Chanukah gelt and little gifts from Buba, | started a captivating collection at very little cost.

If, by any chance, you have a
few coins stuck in the back of a drawer at home, | would possibly be interested in buying them, as
that could very well be the one that I've been looking for.
